 Celebrate the Memorial Day Holiday!  
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Recipe of the Month:   

 

This recipe is great for both Memorial Day & celebrating the Fourth of 
July!  
 
Directions: 
Preheat oven to 425 degrees F (220 degrees C). On a flat surface, place one 
sheet of phyllo dough. Brush it with melted butter, and cover with another piece 
of phyllo. Repeat until all 8 sheets are used. Using kitchen scissors, cut layered 
phyllo into a 12- to 13-inch circle. Carefully press circle into a greased 9-inch pie 
plate; gently fan edges. Bake in preheated oven until edges are just golden, 6 to 
8 minutes; cool slightly on a wire rack. Reduce oven temperature to 350 degrees 
F (175 degrees C). 
 
In a medium bowl, beat cream cheese, sugar, and vanilla with an electric mixer 
until light and fluffy. Beat in eggs until well combined. Fold in 1 cup of 
blueberries. Pour filling into prepared crust. 
 
Bake at 350 degrees F (175 degrees C) until set, 40 to 50 minutes. To prevent 
the crust from over-browning, gently cover pie with foil for the last 25 minutes 
of baking. Cool completely on a wire rack. In a small bowl, beat jelly until 
smooth; spread over cheese filling. Arrange 1 cup blueberries on top in a star 
pattern.

Monthly Decorating Idea – Memorial Day Inspiration! 

These “Memorial Day” decorating ideas provide a special holiday touch 
to celebrate Memorial Day, and can be used for decorating for the 4th 
of July too - which will be coming up soon! 
 
1) Dress up the table - Hang a homemade pennant banner made from 

bandannas, and give your tablecloth the star treatment with fabric 
cutouts. Fill a jar with water and lemon slices, then add a simple bouquet 
of daisies.  
 

2) Simple tea light center pieces – Take some plain white rice, and dye the 
rice with red and blue dye. Once dry, layer the colored rice inside of a glass 
jar creating the classic red, white, and blue stripes. Insert a tea light at the 
top. Inexpensive, and great decorating idea that adds a festive touch to 
your table! If you don’t want to use rice, purchases colored sand for a 
similar effect.  

 
3) Sweet arrangement – Instead of flowers decorate using red, white, and 

blue lollipops, and creatively arrange to make this festive arrangement. 
Using Styrofoam insert lollipops to create this unique arrangement.  You 
can place peppermints at the bottom for added decoration.  

 

Ingredients: 
V 8 sheets phyllo dough 
V 1/4 cup butter, melted 
V 2 (8 ounce) packages cream cheese 
V 1/2 cup white sugar 
V 1 teaspoon vanilla extract 

V 2 eggs 
V  2 cups fresh blueberries 
V  1/2 cup strawberry jelly 
V  1 cup heavy cream, whipped
