2 Eggs

1 box yellow cake mix

1 c melted butter

1/2 c chopped nuts (optional)

In a Medium Bowl mix pumpkin, eggs, vanilla, and sugar
together. Pour into a greased 9x13 baking dish. Sprinkle
cake mix and nuts (optional) over top of pumpkin mix.
Drizzle melted butter over top. Bake at 350* for 45
minutes or until golden brown. Top with whipped cream.
